It was good to see a lot of you back who 
have been out either on vacation or due to illness.  We also continue to have a large number of 
visitors each week.  Please continue to pray that we can reach out to those who visit our ser-
vices and encourage them to come again!  Also, our summer series thus far has been a huge 
success.  We are averaging more this summer than we have the past three and have had our 
single highest attended summer series service this summer.  I want to thank you for taking an 
interest and being so involved in this summer series.

 Many of us struggle with them—postponement 
problems. A professor at the University of Calgary in Al-
berta studied the problem of procrastination for 5 years 
and reported that 95 percent of us put off doing one 
thing or another. One estimate showed that Americans 
lose approximately $400 million a year by putting off fil-
ing taxes! Because of fear of failure or other insecurities, 
we wait and wait before starting a project or making a 
decision. 
 Procrastination is a problem in the church too. 
Many of us postpone serving God. We know we should 
reach out to others, but we feel insecure or worried 
about what to do. Because we’re unsure of our gifts or 
interests, we put off our involvement in the church. We 
worry, What if I do a poor job? What if I find out I can’t 
even do it? 
 Romans 12 gives us some encouragement. Serv-
ing starts with presenting ourselves to God as “a living 
sacrifice” (v.1). Pray and give yourself anew to the Lord 
and His work. Then look around at what others are doing 
here and ask if you can join in. Start small if you need to, 
and try a number of things. 
 Wingate needs you. Ask God to help you over-
come your postponement problems.
